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China Unveils Long-Term Plan for Energy Saving

	


BEIJING, Nov 25 Asia Pulse - China's State Development and Reform Commission unveiled on November 25 a medium and long-term plan for energy saving, the first of its kind. 

The plan puts forward energy saving targets for the coming years up to 2020 in four aspects: macro energy saving volume indicators, unit energy consumption indicators for main products, efficiency indicators for main energy-consuming equipment, and macro management targets. 

According to the macro energy saving volume indicator, the energy consumption for every 10,000 yuan (US$1,208) of GDP will be cut from 2.68 tons of standard coal in 2002 to 2.25 tons by 2010. 

From 2003 to 2010, average annual energy saving rate will be 2.2 per cent to form an energy saving capacity of 400 million tons of standard coal. By 2020, the energy consumption for every 10,000 yuan of GDP will be cut further to 1.54 tons of standard coal, and an energy saving capacity of 1.4 billion tons of standard coal will be formed, equal to 111 per cent of the planned total new energy output of 1.26 billion tons of standard coal in the same period, or equal to decrease of 21 million tons of sulfur dioxide discharge. 

According to the unit energy consumption indicators for main products, China will approach or reach advanced international level of early 1990s by 2010, and approach or reach advanced international level by 2020. 

Zhao Jiarong, an official of the SDRC said the state will take a series of favorable policies to encourage and ensure the implementation of the scheme. 
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
