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I. Introduction

In this Policy Forum Zhang Guihong argues that United Nations Resolutions on North Korea, while
necessary, will not solve the nuclear issue on the Korean Peninsula since resolutions do not address
U.S.-North Korea relations. Zhang also spells out three basic principles China uses to deal with the
security dilemma. The principles are derived from China’s fundamental interests on the Korean
Peninsula: maintain peace and stability; denuclearize the peninsula; and use peaceful dialogue to
resolve the issue.
